The National Kidney Foundation is the major voluntary health organization serving the
nation's 26 million kidney patients and the millions more Americans who are at risk.
Washington, DC has the highest prevalence of kidney disease in the country. Locally, the
Foundation's flagship program, "Knock Out Kidney Disease" (KOKD), is addressing the crisis
by providing free medical screening to at-risk populations-African Americans, Hispanics,
Seniors, and others. Since its inception in 2006, more than 62% of people screened to date
learned they may have chronic kidney disease. NKF is providing access to medical care and
educational resources to improve outcomes for these individuals. KOKD also includes youth
education, a major public awareness campaign, and training for primary care physicians to
identify early signs of kidney disease.
